Do It Yourself (D.I.Y)

It is common practice nowadays for organisations to show they are contributing towards the activity, service or organisation.  By Do It Yourself Fundraising we mean raffles, jumble sales, street collections etc.  Each one has implications so make sure you speak to your funding adviser before embarking on this activity.  

Lottery

Lottery funding is distributed through various bodies – Big Lottery Fund, Sport England, National Heritage, Arts Council and Awards for All.  All have different criteria and regional priorities.  You can access anything from a few hundred pounds to hundreds of thousands of pounds.  You can get more information from your Funding Adviser.   We strongly advise you to speak to your funding adviser for appropriate advice first.

Charitable Trusts and Foundations

There are around 7,500 Trusts and Foundations operating throughout England and Wales at the moment (source Directory of Social Change 2011).  Each one has separate criteria, eligibility and areas of interest.   We strongly recommend you seek advice from your local Funding Adviser first.

Support in Kind

This is often given through businesses and the private sector, although most local authorities often do so too.  This can be furniture, use of premises, staff expertise through mentoring and secondments and more. European

Funding from Europe changes rapidly, so it is important you get the most up to date information.  Please contact:


Quangos 

Quangos are semi government departments and agencies i.e. Natural England (who used to be called the Countryside Agency), Learning and Skills Council etc.  From April 2011 most of these will be abolished so check with local contacts and your Funding Adviser for the most up to date information. 

Loans

More funders are offering and sometimes encouraging loan funding as another funding option for voluntary and community groups.  There are advantages to loan funding but you should seek advice from your funding adviser beforehand.  One thing in particular to look out for is, if your governing document allows you the power to loan money.  Some examples of loan funders at the moment are:-

Northern Rock Foundation, Esmee Fairbairn Foundation and Charities Aid Foundation.

Earned Income

We interpret earned income as income/cash you contribute towards the organisation i.e. fees, sales, trading, investments etc.  Your organisation’s governing document determines whether or not you can do this.  For more information please contact:

Individual

Individual giving accounts for over 30% of the Voluntary and Community Sector income in the UK.  Valuing this giving is essential to the local community, donors, beneficiaries and stakeholders.  It is the best source of ‘unrestricted’ funding an organisation can access.  For more information speak to your Funding Adviser.  

Tax Effective Giving

Tax effective giving is another source of income for organisations.  This can include legacies, payroll giving, gift aid, giving land/property and share giving.  It’s fairly easy to set up and maintain.  Currently this means that for every pound donated to your organisation can result in £1.28 being received.  For further information and advice contact:

Statutory
Statutory funding is available via local, regional, national and departmental.  This includes Primary Care Trusts, Health Authorities and the Office of the Third Sector etc.  These change often and usually have short deadline dates so make sure you get up-to-date information.


Philanthropic

Philanthropic funding can be accessed via the local Round Table and Rotary clubs.
